CHICAGO – The 7th Annual Cantigny Fine Art Festival in Wheaton, Illinois offers 
an opportunity to spend Father’s Day weekend outside with Dad and maybe buy a 
last minute gift too.

Established in 2002, the Cantigny Fine Art Festival takes place on the spacious 
front lawn of the former estate of Chicago Tribune mogul Colonel Robert R. 
McCormick under a canopy of honey locust trees.  Located 25 miles west of 
Chicago, the park grounds include 15 acres of formal gardens, ponds, the 
Colonel's 35-room mansion, the First Division Museum and acres of woods, nature 
trails and meadows. 
 
Visitors to the 7th Annual Cantigny Fine Art Festival will thrill to sculpture, fine art, 
and fine craft by more than 150 artists from across North America including Donna 
Doersam from Paso Robles, Calif. who creates handmade paper constructions; 
John Crutchfield from Richmond, Vt. who produces graphic designs in mixed 
media fiberglass; and Richard Bond, a glass artist from Ottawa, Ontario in 
Canada.  
 
Local artists participating include Wheaton’s Donna Leonhardt, an interior 
decorator who creates one-of-a-kind necklaces using semi-precious stones, coral, 
silver and bronze.  She finds inspiration in nature and architecture, and attributes 
her east cost teachers with influencing her style.  Richard Jorgensen has lived in 
the area his entire life and is participating in five of Amdur’s summer festivals 
including Cantigny Fine Art Festival.  A self-taught painter, Jorgensen spent the 
first half of his life as a surgeon before he made his move from the medical world 
to the artistic one in “an expression of freedom.”  Jorgensen creates colorful 
optical illusions and was most influenced by the works of Salvador Dali, Vincent 
Van Gogh and M.C. Escher.  Jennifer Meyers of Wheaton, Ill. will feature her glass 
jewelry as well. 
 
Visitors will also enjoy a variety of live music, fiber demonstrations including 
spinning, weaving, felting, knitting and dying, mini golf.  Families can share a 
game of Art Fest Bingo or creative moment in the National City Family Art tent.   
In the spirit of Flag Day everyone can paint a real car red, white and blue at the 
Paint-A-Car tent, and in honor of Father’s Day share free mini-golf.
